REGULAR MEETING 

9:00 AM July 21, 2020 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was led by Glen Peterson. 

1. CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Board President Lewitt via teleconference 
in the Board Room at Las Virgenes Municipal Water District headquarters at 4232 Las 
Virgenes Road, Calabasas, CA 91302. The meeting was conducted via teleconference 
pursuant to the provisions of the Governor’s Executive Order, N-29-20, which suspended 
certain requirements of the Ralph M. Brown Act to support social distancing guidelines 
associated with response to the coronavirus (COVID-19) outbreak.  Josie Guzman, Clerk 
of the Board, conducted the roll call.

Director Polan moved to approve the agenda. Motion seconded by Director Renger.

 Director Caspary moved to approve the Consent Calendar. Motion seconded by Director 

Renger. Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote. 
 

5. ILLUSTRATIVE AND/OR VERBAL PRESENTATION AGENDA ITEMS  
 

A MWD Representative Report 
 
Glen Peterson, MWD Representative, reported that the MWD Committee and Board 
meetings held on July 14th included one and one-half hours of testimony from the public 
and various environmental interest groups regarding the recruitment process for the new 
MWD General Manager. He noted that the MWD Executive Committee would conduct 
the General Manager recruitment. He also reported that the MWD Board discussed the 
funding source for the Local Resources Program (LRP). He noted that the MWD Board 
previously decided not to charge the Water Stewardship Rate for two years and 
recommended that it be placed as a set aside charge for all agencies. He also reported 
that the MWD Board authorized entering into Local Resources Program Agreements for 
the East County Advanced Water Purification Project and the Escondido Membrane 
Filtration Reverse Osmosis Facility Project.  He noted that the San Diego County Water 
Authority filed a motion to move forward with its lawsuit regarding the MWD 2018 rates. 
He also reported that MWD Director Brett Barbre, representing the Municipal Water 
District of Orange County, resigned from the MWD Board due to a conflict as he was hired 
as the General Manager for the Yorba Linda Water District. He also reported that the 
upgrades to MWD’s headquarters building were progressing.  
 
B Legislative and Regulatory Updates 
 
Joe McDermott, Director of Engineering and External Affairs, reported that a letter of 
support for H.R. 7073, Special Districts Provide Essential Service Act, was sent to 
Congressman John Garamendi. He stated that this bill would provide financial support to 
special districts affected by the COVID-19 pandemic. 
 
Syrus Devers, the District’s lobbyist representing Best Best & Krieger LLP, provided an 
update regarding SB 1099 (Dodd) related to emergency generator testing. He noted that 
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the bill came out of the Senate with amendments from the Environmental Quality 
Committee in a form that was not desirable; however, there were some discussions 
initiated with the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD).  He stated that 
Danielle Blacet-Hyden, Deputy Executive Director of the California Mutual Utilities 
Association (CMUA), requested amendment of the bill in anticipation of an agreement 
with SCAQMD. He noted that the amended bill calls for air districts that do not have a rule 
with runtime limits would be required to designate sufficient runtime hours for Public 
Safety Power Shutoffs (PSPS) and testing when developing a rule. He stated that if 
negotiations do not proceed as expected, there would be an option to pursue striking a 
key phrase from the bill to make it applicable statewide to every air district including 
SCAQMD. He also stated that a counter-proposal from SCAQMD was pending and that 
he was optimistic that something realistic would be received. He also stated that 
SCAQMD had discussed granting automatic variances during a PSPS, and suggested 
they had a way for dealing with testing and maintenance that was not disclosed. 
 
C Water Supply Conditions Update 
 
No additional update was provided.  
 

6. TREASURER 
 
Director Lo-Hill stated that the Treasurer’s report was in order. 
 

7. BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
 
A Response to Coronavirus (COVID-19) Pandemic: Continuation of Emergency 
 
Approve the continuation of an emergency declaration for response to the coronavirus 
(COVID-19) pandemic. 
 
General Manager David Pedersen presented the report. He noted that the District’s 
COVID-19 Return to Onsite Work Plan was updated and converted to a four-phase plan. 
He also noted that the District was currently operating under Phase 1, and Phase 2 would 
include having all office staff gradually increase the amount of time spent in the office up 
to 50 percent of the time, while maintaining current social distancing and face covering 
standards.   
 
Ursula Bosson, Customer Service Manager, provided an update on customer-related 
impacts of COVID-19, including customer calls, payment plan arrangements, a 
comparison of yearly balances due, payment numbers and totals comparing current and 
previous year/month data, and customers’ use of on-line features. She responded to a 
question regarding the financial impacts to the District compared to other water agencies 
by stating that she contacted the City of Santa Barbara and Padre Dam Municipal Water 
District who were experiencing greater financial impacts. She also responded to a 
question regarding bringing customers’ defaulted accounts back into good standing by 
stating that staff was reaching out to customers to offer them long-term payment plans. 
General Manager David Pedersen added that the focus has been to assist customers in 
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setting up payments plans to avoid increasingly large balances. He stated that a policy 
discussion would need to take place to address accounts in default. He noted that staff 
was working on advocating for relief to assist these customers at the state and federal 
levels. He also noted that was no discussion at the Governor’s office regarding when 
water agencies may begin to disconnect water services for non-payment.  
 
Director Polan moved to approve Item 7A. Motion seconded by Director Lo-Hill. Motion 
carried unanimously by roll call vote. 
 

8. FACILITIES AND OPERATIONS 
 

A Fiscal Year 2020-21 Mobile Emergency Generators Purchase: Award 
 
Authorize the General Manager to issue a purchase order to United Rentals, in the 
amount of $140,000 plus tax, for two 100 kW Cummins T4F mobile emergency 
generators. 
 
John Zhao, Director of Facilities and Operations, presented the report.  
 
Director Caspary moved to approve Item 8A. Motion seconded by Director Renger.  
 
Mr. Zhao responded to a question regarding allowable runtime for testing mobile 
emergency generators, life expectancy of the existing stationary generators, availability of 
existing trailers to transport the mobile emergency generators, and the District’s need to 
pay sales tax to purchase the mobile emergency generators. 
 
Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote. 

 
9. FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATION 

 
A 2020 Financial Analysis and Rate Study: Guiding Principles and Commercial 

Budgets 
 
Review and provide feedback on proposed guiding principles and changes to 
commercial water budgets for the 2020 Financial Analysis and Rate Study. 
 
Don Patterson, Director of Finance and Administration, presented the report. 
 
Director Polan moved to approve Item 9A. Motion seconded by Director Renger.  
 
Mr. Patterson responded to questions regarding the proposed modification to the guiding 
principles to re-examine commercial water budgets to promote efficient use in a manner 
that supports business and economic development. 
 
Ursula Bosson, Customer Service Manager, discussed the recommendation to adopt a 
two-year rolling average for commercial water budgets and elimination of the 90 percent 
rolling average. She shared a sample bill for a local fast food restaurant that experienced 
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a fire, which resulted in decreased water usage. She noted that staff provided a billing 
adjustment for the customer. 
 
Mr. Patterson recommended moving forward with developing commercial water budgets 
based on a two-year rolling average, and working with Engineering and External Affairs 
staff to build in additional water conservation programs, outreach, and incentives for 
commercial customers. 
 
Director Caspary asked that staff bring back a recommendation for potential general 
policies regarding development of a low-income rate assistance plan.  
 
Mr. Patterson responded to a question regarding developing a long-term policy for 
commercial water budgets with the current COVID-19 disruption by stating that the 
financial analysis and rate study would be prepared for the next five-year period. He also 
stated that he believed the state would develop a policy for commercial budgets, and the 
District would be in a position to implement the state regulations with the next rate study.  
 
General Manager David Pedersen added that the state was originally going to move 
quickly on this effort, and the District expressed concern and caution due to many variables 
that affect commercial business water usage. He stated that the District wanted to ensure 
that a policy is not developed that would discourage business growth. He noted that the 
state has been responsive and expressed commitment to work with stakeholder groups. 
 
Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote. 
 
B Claim by Jennifer Singer

General Manager David Pedersen presented the report. 
 
Director Renger moved to deny the claim by Jennifer Singer. Motion seconded by Director 
Caspary. Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote. 

 
10. ENGINEERING AND EXTERNAL AFFAIRS 
 

A AMI/AMR Customer Interface Portal: Award 
 
 Accept the proposal from WaterSmart Software, Inc., and authorize the General 

Manager to execute an initial one-year agreement, in the amount of $63,750, for the 
implementation and hosting of a Customer Interface Platform with four one-year 
renewal options for hosting, beginning at $49,130 in Year 2 and escalating by three 
percent annually through Year 5, for a total cost of $269,490 over five years. 

 
Ursula Bosson, Customer Service Manager, presented the report. 
 
Director Caspary moved to approve Item 10A. Motion seconded by Board President Lewitt.  
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Ms. Bosson responded to a question regarding the timing of the contract and the 
installation of first 200 meters by stating that the alpha phase of the project to install the 
initial meters would occur in August or September 2020, at which time staff would work 
with WaterSmart to implement the customer interface portal.   
 
Joe McDermott, Director of Engineering and External Affairs, discussed WaterSmart’s 
qualifications and cost competiveness. 
 
Brandon Sherman, Regional Sales Director from WaterSmart Software, Inc., responded 
to questions related to the mobile interface, which has been optimized for use with 
smartphones and tablets. 
 
Motion carried unanimously by roll call vote. 
 
B Tree Maintenance and Removal Services: Award 
 
Authorize the General Manager to execute a Contractual Services Agreement with 
Newbury Park Tree Services, in an amount not to exceed $98,000, utilizing hourly 
rates provided through the competitive process completed by the City of Malibu for 
tree maintenance and removal services. 

 
 Dave Roberts, Resource Conservation Manager, presented the report. 
 

 Director Lo-Hill moved to approve Item 10B. Motion seconded by Director Polan. Motion 
carried unanimously by roll call vote. 

 
 The Board recessed to a break at 10:31 a.m. and reconvened at 10:38 a.m.

Director Caspary reported that he attended the Santa Monica Bay Restoration 
Commission Executive Committee teleconference on July 16th. He noted that the 
Executive Committee discussed a new Memorandum of Understanding with the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency and the California Environmental Protection 
Agency, which includes the addition of two non-voting members and authorizes 
appointment to subcommittees to consider issues concerning the Santa Monica Bay. He 
asked Director Lo-Hill to follow up with MWD Representative Glen Peterson regarding how 
MWD governs its committees and their actions.  He stated that the Santa Monica Bay 
Restoration Commission Governing Board would receive a report at its next meeting 
regarding the formation of subcommittees and an update from the California Department 
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of Fish and Wildlife regarding the Ballona Wetlands Restoration Project. He also reported 
that he would attend the Association of California Water Agencies State Legislative 
Committee teleconference meeting on July 24th.  
 
B Director’s Reports on Outside Meetings 
 
Director Lo-Hill reported that she attended the MWD Board and Committee meetings via 
teleconference on July 14th. She noted that there was much interest in the recruitment 
process for the new MWD General Manager, and the MWD Board was also looking into 
battery storage for several MWD facilities. She also reported that she attended the United 
Water Conservation District’s Board meeting via teleconference, and she encouraged the 
Board to attend other water district board meetings in this manner to become familiar with 
their operations. 
 
Board President Lewitt reported that he also attended the MWD Board meeting via 
teleconference. He noted that several environmental groups expressed interest in the 
recruitment process for the new MWD General Manager. 
 
Director Polan reported that he attended the Association of California Water Agencies 
(ACWA) Water Management Committee meeting on July 15th where they discussed the 
voluntary agreements and impacts and lawsuits related to the management of the Delta. 
 
C General Manager Reports 

 
(1) General Business  

  
 General Manager David Pedersen reported that the recycled water system was being 

supplemented with potable water by two cubic feet per second (CFS) due to high 
demands. He also reported that Malibu Creek flows remained above the 2.5 CFS 
threshold; therefore, no flow augmentation was needed. He noted that the Westlake 
Filtration Plant would be operated beginning in August, and customers would be notified 
in advance. He announced that the Las Virgenes-Triunfo Joint Powers Authority would 
be hosting a virtual tour of the Pure Water Demonstration Facility as part of the 
Association of Water Agencies of Ventura County’s Virtual WaterWise Breakfast Program 
on July 23rd. He noted that Sheldon Berger, Director of United Water Conservation 
District, would be included as part of the virtual tour. He also reported that he would hold 
two all-hands meetings for employees on July 22nd to provide updates on District 
activities.

up items and that he would provide an updated list to the Board. He noted that a report 
on CalPERS retirement matters would be presented at a Board meeting in August.

Legislative Report 

This report will be brief due to the Legislature delaying their return over the continued spread of 
COVID-19. The Assembly came back for one day on June 26​th​ to pass Budget Trailer Bills and five new 
cases were traced to that one floor session, including two members. Both houses came back on July 27​th​, 
but Speaker Anthony Rendon immediately canceled committee hearings for the 28th due to the 
outbreak, and the one committee set for the 29th was postponed until August 11th. At the time this 
report was prepared there was no further information available as to when Assembly hearings would 
resume. The Senate had already delayed committees until the 29th and those hearings that were noticed 
were still shown in the file (the Daily File that lists all activities of the Senate). 

Administrative Report 

Step one in the CEQA process for the Delta Conveyance has been taken with the publication of the 
Scoping Summary Report. The report follows 90 days of public comment that concluded in April. It 
describes the proposed project and spells out what the eventual Environmental Impact Report will cover. 
Although this is a new project, which means the previous environmental review documents cannot be 
used, the report states that the resources under review will be the same as those for the WaterFix. The 
report is only 32 pages and is readable without a technical background. It is available online here:

On July 7th the SWRCB approved the first Fund Expenditure Plan (“Plan”) for the Safe and Affordable 
Drinking Water Fund created by SB 200. The Board received mostly high marks for the process while 
acknowledging that this is the first year of the program and further work needs to be done on needs 
assessment. While the Plan spells out 2 and 4 year goals, Chairman Esquivel made clear a new plan will 
be adopted every year to reflect the highest priority needs at that time. The Plan allocates the projected

$130 million it is slated to receive but that appropriation is far from certain at this time. The funds are 
first taken from the state’s Cap-and-Trade program, but that funding source is backstopped by the 
General Fund. If the Greenhouse Gas Reduction Fund doesn’t generate sufficient revenue, there may be 
no backstop in the General Fund.

Appropriations 
 
The House is currently working on its 12 appropriations bills, while the Senate’s appropriation 
bills are currently not moving forward due to disagreement on amendment and floor procedure 
rules. The Senate is expected to proceed with appropriation bills following its passage of a 
COVID-19 relief measure – which is expected to be introduced the week of July 20.  
 
The week of July 6, the House began its markup of fiscal year 2021 appropriation bills. The 
Committee on Appropriations has successfully passed the appropriations packages brought 
forward through subcommittee and full committee markups throughout the past two weeks. The 
week of July 20, the full House will vote on the first package of fiscal 2021 appropriations bills, 
which would include the Agriculture-FDA, Interior-Environment, Military Construction-
Veterans Affairs, and State-Foreign Operations bills. Majority Leader Steny Hoyer (D-MD) 
hopes to vote on at least 10 of the 12 appropriations bills before the August recess.  
 
The House appropriations packages include measures that would prohibit Trump’s 
administration from using funds to change existing federal clean water and clean air rules. It 
would also prohibit the administration from finalizing its revision of Sec. 404 of the Clean Water 
Act, which limits the power of states to veto infrastructure projects that the state finds to 
negatively affect water quality. Additionally, the packages prohibit the transfer of funds to be 
used by the administration to build a border wall. These issues will be among those contested by 
Republicans in the House and Senate as well as the administration during the negotiations 
process.  
 
The House Interior-Environment bill contains a provision which would rescind all outstanding 
unobligated WIFIA appropriations from FY 2017-FY 2019. The bill would then reallocate the 
rescinded funds to support new FY 2021 loans. The implications of this provision means that 
anyone who is currently working through finalizing their WIFIA financing with EPA would have 
to reapply and start the process over. The background on this revolves around a policy that the 
FY 2020 appropriations directed EPA to promulgate a rule, within 120 days of the bill becoming 
law, which would not allow WIFIA funds to be used for the local sponsor match for Army Corps 
of Engineers projects – specifically the concern was around a project in Fargo, North Dakota. 
The EPA released this rule on June 30, 2020, however the rule did not change the rules for 
WIFIA funds already in the works, and only applicable to those that would receive WIFIA funds 
in the future. EPA Administrator Wheeler has publically requested that if this bill were to go to 
the President for signature that the President veto the bill. A movement is underway to protect 
the WIFIA program in its current form and going forward.  
 
The House and Senate need to finalize all 12 appropriation bills in their chambers and through 
conference to have them signed into law by September 30, 2020. Should they not be able to 
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complete any or all of these a Continuing Resolution will need to be agreed to in order to keep 
the Federal Government operational.  
 
COVID-19 Relief 
 
President Trump has signaled support for another, and potentially final, COVID-19 relief bill. 
There is a rush to pass a package quickly before the August recess as cases begin to rise in many 
states and many of the provisions from Families First and the CARES Act are set to expire at the 
end of July 2020. The President has indicated that he does not want a bill that surpasses $1 
trillion in spending, which Republicans in both chambers support. Senate Majority Leader Mitch 
McConnell (R-KY) informed reporters that he is working on a relief package with the Trump 
administration and will reveal details once the Senate returns on July 20.  
 
Last month, the Democrats passed the HEROES Act, a $3.5 trillion package. Senate Republican 
leaders said the HEROES Act would not be taken up in the Senate. In the upcoming weeks, the 
two chambers will have to negotiate what relief measures will go into the next package.  
 
Water Resources Development Act 
 
This past week, the House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure held a full committee 
markup on the reauthorization of the Water Resources Development Act of 2020, H.R. 7575. 
The bill passed committee with bipartisan support. Chairman Peter DeFazio (D-OR) prevented 
amendments he found to be unrelated to the specific measures and issues in the bill, which he 
aimed to have be and was able to have a successful bipartisan effort. The bill would provide $17 
billion in new authorization for EPA and Army Corps project and programs. The bill is expected 
to be on the House floor the week of July 27. 
 
Infrastructure Bills 
 
The House passed its $1.5 trillion infrastructure package, H.R. 2, “Moving Forward Act” mostly 
along party lines with a vote of 233-188. The package includes billions of dollars in investment 
in surface transportation, broadband, water infrastructure, and clean energy. 
 
The package contains significant funding for water programs. The bill would authorize $8 billion 
per year for FY 2021 through FY 2025 for the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) 
program. The bill would reauthorize capitalization grants for the Drinking Water State Revolving 
Fund (DRSRF) through FY 2025 at increased annual levels. Fiscal year 2022 would be increased 
to $4.14 billion; currently it is set at $1.95 billion. The legislation would authorize $200 million 
annually for fiscal years 2021 through 2025 for the EPA to award grants to publicly-owned 
treatment works to address PFAS. Additionally, $400 million per year for FY 2021 to FY 2025 
for EPA grants to treat and manage combined sewer overflows and stormwater. An additional 
$600 million would be for grants to carry out projects to conserve, manage, reclaim, or reuse 
water or wastewater. 
 
The bill also includes two new wastewater treatment programs, the Wastewater Drug Testing 
Pilot Program and the COVID-19 Wastewater Surveillance Program. The Wastewater Drug 
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Testing Pilot Program would authorize $1 million for five states to provide funding to municipal 
wastewater treatment plans to incorporate testing for drugs in their wastewater testing protocol. 
The COVID-19 Wastewater Surveillance Program would authorize a new program in the EPA, 
which would award research grants to entities to “investigate the use of wastewater surveillance 
of the genetic signal of SARS CoV–2 as an indicator of the distribution of COVID–19 in 
communities.”  
 
The federal highway, rail, and transit programs expire on September 30. The Senate has 
advanced its reauthorization measure, S. 2302 “America's Transportation Infrastructure Act “ in 
the Environment and Public Works Committee, while the legislation has not been passed in the 
other three committees with jurisdiction. The House has introduced its surface transportation 
reauthorization legislation, H.R. 7095, however no committee has taken it up yet.  
 
NDAA – PFAS Provisions 
 
The week of July 20, the House is expected to vote on its $732 billion FY 2021 National Defense 
Authorization Act, H.R.6395. Prior to the full committee vote, several House members added 
amendments to be voted on during the floor debate. Among those, there are several amendments 
on PFAS provisions, which are similar to those introduced in last year’s NDAA, but were 
ultimately not passed. In the Senate, several senators filed amendments related to PFAS to its 
$740.5 billion FY 2021 NDAA, S.4049, which have not been voted upon yet. PFAS provisions 
will likely be a contentious issue again during the negotiations process between the Senate and 
House. 
 
Prior to its recess, the Senate spent a majority of its time debating and negotiating NDAA. Due 
to a disagreement over Department of Energy spending oversight and authority, a vote to pass 
the bill was delayed. Instead, an agreement by the leaders was reached to end debate and resume 
after recess. Upon return, the Senate will move forward on a substitute amendment and the 
underlying bill and debate the remaining hundreds of amendments. Senators may file additional 
amendments to the substitute.There are six amendments that will be voted on during the week of 
July 20. Among them is an amendment from Senator Shaheen (D-NH), S. Amdt. 1729, on PFAS 
study funding. The amendment would increase funding for the study by the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention relating to PFAS contamination in drinking water.  
 
 
 
 
 
Representative Debbie Dingell (D-MI) filed the “PFAS Action Act” Amendment to be added to 
the House’s NDAA. Dingell’s bill, H.R. 535, “PFAS Action Act,” passed the House in January, 
but was not taken up by the Senate. The amendment would: 

 Designate the two most studied PFAS: perfluorooctanoic acid (PFOA) and 
perfluoroactanesulfonic acid (PFOS), as hazardous substances triggering cleanup and 
other actions; 

 Set national drinking water limits for PFOA and PFOS; 
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 Add PFOA and PFOS to the list of hazardous air pollutants; and 
 Stop allowing new forms of PFAS to be made and used in the U.S. 

 
Additionally, other members filed PFAS amendments. Among those: 

 Amendment (No. 148) by Rep. Elissa Slotkin (D-MI): Would require the Secretary of 
Defense to work through the National Academies of Science to undertake a 
comprehensive PFAS study with a broad range of research institutions and experts 
focused on human and environmental health impacts of PFAS chemicals. 

 Amendment (No. 248) by Reps. Paul Tonko (D-NY), Ro Khanna (D-CA), and Andy 
Levin (D-MI): Would place a moratorium on the incineration of PFAS materials by the 
Defense Department until the Secretary of Defense finalizes guidance on the PFAS safe 
disposal regulations required by the 2020 defense authorization. It would require the 
Secretary to submit an annual report on all PFAS incineration by the DOD each year to 
the EPA administrator, beginning one year after publication of the final PFAS safe 
disposal regulation guidelines.  

 
Pertinent Lawsuits 
 
Two lawsuits have been filed against the administration’s new rule for Sec. 401 of the Clean 
Water Act. One lawsuit was filed in the U.S. District Court of Northern California by the 
American Whitewater, American Rivers, California Trout and Idaho Rivers United. The 
petitioners claim that EPA’s Section 401 rule should be thrown out because it is arbitrary and 
capricious, preventing the routine public participation in federal water permitting. In the U.S. 
District Court of Pennsylvania, the Delaware Riverkeeper Network filed a challenge to the rule 
on the grounds that it prohibits governors’ ability to participate and evaluate on pipelines and 
federally approved projects that are within their states. The result of these lawsuits could affect 
the applicability of the new rule.  
 
Final Rule - 85 FR 42210 Clean Water Act Section 401 Certification Rule 
 
The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is publishing this final rule to update and clarify 
the substantive and procedural requirements for water quality certification under Clean Water 
Act (CWA or the Act) section 401. CWA section 401 is a direct grant of authority to States (and 
Tribes that have been approved for “treatment as a State” status) to review for compliance with 
appropriate federal, State, and Tribal water quality requirements any discharge into a water of the 
United States that may result from a proposed activity that requires a federal license or permit. 
This final rule is intended to increase the predictability and timeliness of CWA section 401 
certification actions by clarifying timeframes for certification, the scope of certification review 
and conditions, and related certification requirements and procedures.

RE:  Summary of S. 4188, “The Water for Tomorrow Act”  
 
Section-by-Section Summary of S.4188, “The Water for Tomorrow Act” (Harris) 
 
On July 7, Senator Kamala Harris (D-CA) introduced a nearly $3 billion water investment 
funding package, “The Water for Tomorrow Act.” The act combines water sustainability 
measures from Sen. Harris’s, S. 2466, “Water Justice Act” with measures from Rep. Jared 
Huffman’s (D-CA) “FUTURE Drought Resiliency Act,” which was included in the House’s 
infrastructure package, H.R. 2 “The Moving Forward Act.” 
 
Title I – Investments in Water Infrastructure and Sustainability 
 
Sec. 101 Findings 

 Water supply, resiliency, and security are essential to the health of the nation. These 
issues need to be addressed by the Federal government through federal programs and 
studies to create a portfolio of water management, storage, recycling, and reuse 
techniques in order to ensure long-term and high-quality water supply. 

 
Sec. 102 Reclamation Infrastructure Finance and Innovation Program 

 Eligible Projects and Eligible Project Costs 
o Purpose: Contribute directly or indirectly including through groundwater recharge 

to adequate water supply for domestic, agricultural, environmental, municipal, or 
industrial use. 

o Types of eligible water supply projects: a project for the reclamation and reuse of 
municipal, industrial, domestic, and agricultural wastewater, and naturally 
impaired ground water; water infrastructure projects not specifically authorized 
by law that has completed an appraisal investigation and feasibility study; a new 
water infrastructure facility (includes water conduit, pipeline, canal, pumping 
power, and any associated facility; project for enhanced energy efficiency in a 
water system’s operation; project for accelerated repair and replacement of aging 
water infrastructure, brackish desalination project; project for the acquisition of 
real property for water storage, reclaimed or recycled water, or waste water; 
project to deliver water to wildlife refuges; and stormwater capture projects.  

o Eligible project costs: development-phase activities, including planning, 
feasibility analysis, revenue forecasting, environmental review, permitting, 
transaction costs, preliminary engineering and design work, and other 
preconstruction activities; construction, reconstruction, rehabilitation, and 
replacement activities; the acquisition of real property; refinancing interim 
construction and long-term project obligations; grants; grants, loans, or credit 
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enhancement for community development financial institutions, green banks, and 
other financial intermediaries providing ongoing finance for eligible projects that 
meet the purposes of this section.  

o Small Community Projects: Secretary may assist applicants with small 
community projects to combine projects into a single application in order to 
achieve minimum project cost of $5,000,000. 

 Cost-sharing: Federal cost share shall not be more than 25%. 
o A single project may not use more than 5% of the funds appropriated in this act. 

 Net ecosystem benefits: U.S. Fish and Wildlife will be responsible for creating a draft 
report that evaluates the ecosystem impacts of each proposed water supply project that is 
considered for funding. The project is eligible for financial assistance if it is found that it 
provides net ecosystem benefits.  

 Eligible entities: Conservancy district, reclamation district, irrigation district; canal 
company or mutual water company; water users’ association; agency established by an 
interstate compact.  

 Priority for projects will go to those that benefit low-income communities or 
communities at risk environmentally or by the impacts of climate change; incorporate 
green and natural infrastructure components and achieve multiple public benefits.  

 Appropriations: $150,0000,000 for each of fiscal years 2021 through 2025, to remain 
available until expended. 

o $5,000,000 of this sum can go toward the EPA’s administrative costs for each 
applicable fiscal year. 
 

Sec. 103 Assistance for Disadvantaged Communities without Adequate Drinking Water 
 Grants will be providing to Reclamation states to assist eligible applicants in planning, 

designing, or carrying out projects to help disadvantaged communities with meeting 
primary drinking water standards and address declining drinking water quality or 
quantity.  

 Eligibility requirements: 
o Location of project must be in a city or town of less than 60,000 residents. 
o Has a median household income of less than 100 percent of the nonmetropolitan 

median household income of the State. 
 Eligible projects: 

o Grants can be made available to project that are for: 
 Emergency water supplies; point-of-use treatment and point-of-entry 

systems; distributed treatment facilities; construction of new wells and 
connections to existing source systems; water distribution facilities; 
assistance to households to connect to water facilities; local resource 
sharing; technical assistance, planning, and design. 
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 Prioritization: Prioritization will go to projects where water outrages or failure to meet 
drinking water standards are most serious and post greatest threat to public health and 
safety, and to projects that create a long-term solution to water needs. 

 Funding: 100% of project costs can be covered. 
 Appropriations: $100,000,000 to remain available until expended. 

 
Sec. 104 Competitive Grant Program for the Funding of Water Recycling and Reuse 
Projects 

 Amends the program to provide priority to projects that will provide more-reliable water 
supply for a unit of State, local, or Tribal government; likely to increase the water 
management flexibility and reduce impacts on environmental resources that are regional 
in nature; involve multiple stakeholders; and involve multiple benefits; benefit low-
income communities; or protect communities particularly at-risk to climate change. 

 Expands authorizations from $50,000,000 to $500,000,000. 
 Limitation of funding change from $20,000,000 to $30,000,000. 

 
Sec. 105 Increased Funding for Water Management Improvement 

 Increase funding from $530,000,000 to $700,000,000 for fiscal year 2021 and each year 
after. 
 

Sec. 106 Rural Water Supply Program Reauthorization 
 Increase funding to $50,000,000 for fiscal years 2021 through 2026.  
 Reauthorizes the program through 2026.  

 
Title II – Ecosystem Protection and Restoration  
 
Sec. 201 Competitive Grant Program for the Funding of Watershed Health Projects 

 Creating of a new competitive grant program for habitat restoration projects that improve 
watershed health in Reclamation States. 

 Eligible Entities: State, Indian Tribe, nonprofit conservation organization operating in a 
17 Reclamation State, irrigation district, water district, or 18 other organization with 
water or power delivery authority.  

 Projects must accomplish one or more benefits: ecosystem benefits; restoration of native 
species beyond existing measures; protection against invasive species; restoration of 
aspects of the natural ecosystem; enhancement of commercial and recreational fishing; 
enhancement of river-based recreation. 

 Grants cannot be provided to projects that is for the purpose of meeting existing 
environmental mitigation or compliance obligations. 
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 Appropriation: $150,000,000 for each fiscal year through fiscal year 2026, to be available 
until expended. 
 

Sec. 202 Cooperative Watershed Management Program  
 Amending the program to include disadvantaged communities as prioritized entities.  
 Appropriation: Authorized for $20,000,000 for fiscal year 2020 and $40,000,000 for each 

fiscal years 2021 through 2025.  
 
Sec. 203 Support for Refuge Water Deliveries  

 Create the Ecological Monitoring and Evaluation Program for the purpose of design and 
to implement a program for the Central Valley wildlife refuges, which will produce an 
annual report based on collected data and information. 

 Appropriation: $25,000,000 for the program to remain available until expended. 
 
Sec. 204 Drought Planning and Preparedness for Critically Important Fisheries 

 EPA and U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service will create a plan every 3 years to sustain the 
survival of critically 23 important fisheries within the Reclamation States during 24 
future periods of extended drought. 

 Appropriation: $25,000,000 for U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service for fiscal year 2021. 
 
Sec. 205 Aquatic Ecosystem Restoration

SUMMARY:

On March 24, 2020, the Board adopted Resolution No. 2572, declaring a state of emergency
for the District's service area due to the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic and authorizing
actions to support the response and recovery effort.  On April 21, 2020, the Board adopted
Resolution No. 2574, amending and reenacting the declaration of a local state of emergency
and authorizing interest-free flexible payments plans for up to 24 months.  On May 19, 2020,
the Board adopted Resolution No. 2576, amending and reenacting the declaration of a local
state of emergency and authorizing a waiver of service initiation fees for commercial
customers who temporarily closed their accounts due to hardships associated with COVID-
19. Subsequently, on June 16, 2020, the Board adopted Resolution No. 2578, amending and
reenacting the declaration of a local state of emergency and authorizing a partial credit to
commercial hotel customers for fixed sewer charges for the months of April and May 2020
with a maximum 50 percent reduction of the charges.

Section 2-6.402 of the Las Virgenes Municipal Water District Code requires that once the
Board has declared an emergency, it must determine by a 4/5's vote at each subsequent
regular Board meeting whether to continue or terminate the authorization for emergency.  Staff
recommends that the emergency declaration be continued.

During the month of June, the value of the District’s investment portfolio increased from
$90,701,073, held on May 31, 2020, to $102,628,922, which includes $10,010,000 in loan
proceeds for the Automatic Meter Reading/Advanced Metering Infrastructure (AMR/AMI)
Project.  Four investments were called in June, and four investments were purchased,
increasing the book value to $53,217,777.  The value of the District’s Local Agency
Investment Fund (LAIF) account increased to $49,366,264.  During the second quarter of
calendar year 2020, the District’s investment portfolio earned $421,039.12 in interest.

DISCUSSION:

As of June 30, 2020, the District held $102,628,922, up 10.85% year-over-year.  Of this
amount, $10,100,000 consists of loan proceeds for the AMR/AMI Project.  Without the loan
proceeds, the District held $92,528,922, down 0.06% year-over-year but up 2.02% from the
previous month’s total of $90,701,073.  The majority of the funds were held in the District’s
investment account, which had a June 30th book value of $53,217,777.  LAIF held the
majority of the remaining funds, in the amount of $49,366,264.  A portion of the balance,
$34,638, was held in the District’s money market account.  The annualized yield for the
District’s investment portfolio was 1.92% in June 2020, down eight basis points from May. 
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The annualized yield on the District’s LAIF funds was 1.22% in June, down as compared to
May’s 1.36%.  The total yield on the District’s accounts was 1.59%, down from 2.26% year-
over-year.

The District’s investments are in compliance with the adopted Investment Policy, and the
District has sufficient funds to meet expenditures during the next six months from funds held in
LAIF.
 
Quarterly Investment Report:
 
During the second quarter of calendar year 2020, the District’s portfolio earned $168,688.66 in
interest and accrued an additional $252,350.46 in interest for a total amount of $421,039.12. 
Attached is a detailed report of quarterly interest by investment. 
 
Cash Analysis:
 
Another important aspect of the Monthly Cash and Investment Report is to monitor the
District’s performance as compared to its adopted Financial Policies.  Attachment B shows
the District’s total cash and investments as of June 30, 2020 and compares the balances to
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the adopted Financial Policies.  As shown for June, the Potable Water Enterprise had $1.1
million available for capital projects, when excluding the $10 million in loan proceeds for the
AMR/AMI Project.  The Sanitation Enterprise had cash and investments available for capital
projects in the amount of $9.0 million, and the Recycled Water Enterprise had cash and
investments available for capital projects in the amount of $14.6 million.  The Board has
assigned $5 million in funds from the Recycled Water Enterprise and $10 million in funds from
the Sanitation Enterprise for use on the Pure Water Project Las Virgenes-Triunfo.  Cash in
excess of required reserves and assignments is available for capital projects.

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As of June 2020, at Book Value, LAIF held 48.11% of the District’s portfolio, the investment 

portfolio held 51.85%, with the majority of the remaining funds held in a money market 

account. As can be seen in the chart below, the total yield in May 2020 was 1.59%, down fifteen 

basis point from May and down from 2.26% one year ago.  

 

 
  
In June, the annualized yield for the District’s Investment Portfolio was down eight basis points 

from May at 1.92% and down from 2.17% a year ago. The chart below shows annualized 

monthly yield of the current fiscal year compared with the same monthly yield over the 

previous year.  
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The following chart shows the average annualized LAIF yields over the past twelve months. In 

June, the LAIF yield was 1.22%, down from May’s 1.36% and down from 2.43% a year ago.  

 

 
 

In order to benchmark how the District’s portfolio is performing, it is useful to compare its 

investment portfolio with a comparable index. The District has historically compared its 

investment portfolio returns to the 2‐Year and 3‐Year Treasury notes. Because the District buys 

and holds its investments, the average portfolio yield should generally be flatter and trail the 2 

and 3‐year Treasuries.  
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Equally important to monitoring performance is to monitor total portfolio value that includes 

the District’s Investment Portfolio and LAIF accounts. The chart below shows the total portfolio 

value between 2009 and 2020. In June 2020, the District’s portfolio increased 13.15% from May 

to $102,628,922. $10 million of this increase is due to receipt of loan proceeds for the 

AMR/AMI project.   

 

 
 

The chart below compares total portfolio value in the current Fiscal Year, compared to the 

same period in the previous fiscal year.  
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The chart below shows the value of the District’s Investment and LAIF portfolios over the past 
twelve‐month period. The District’s Investment Policy requires invest a minimum amount equal 
to six months operating budget, which is 28.8 million, in readily available funds such as local 
government investment pools.

Diversification 

It is important to monitor the composition of the portfolio to ensure proper diversification of 

the District’s investments. The District seeks to diversify based on type of investment and time 

to maturity. The charts below shows the diversification of the District’s portfolio at par value.  
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Another important factor to diversification is time to maturity. The District varies the time to 

maturity based on several factors including maintaining sufficient liquidity for anticipated 

capital expenditures, anticipated direction of future interest rates, and the quality of 

investments offered for a given maturity. In December, the average time to maturity was 3.13 

The District targets a 3‐year average maturity in the investment portfolio.  
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Quarterly Cash Analysis 

The District’s Financial Policies set forth the amount of cash that the District maintain for 

various reserves including those for operating, capital, insurance, and other liabilities.  

 

The following chart shows cash balances by enterprise over the past Fiscal Year. Over FY 2019‐

20, the cash balance in potable water increased by 46.86% to $30,141,891, excluding 

$10,010,000 in loan proceeds for the AMR/AMI project. The cash balance in recycled water 

increased by 17.88% to $18,143,695; and the cash balance in sanitation decreased by 26.15% to 

$22,584,213 following calling the 2009 Sanitation Bonds.

SUMMARY:

The District periodically reviews its processes and procedures to identify areas that could be
modified to improve operational efficiency.  The District currently has numerous paper-based
processes and procedures.  With the implementation of the Tyler Munis Enterprise Resource
Planning System, many internal paper-based processes will be converted to electronic.  In
addition, the effects of COVID-19 on the workplace have necessitated an expedited
examination of certain processes to identify a means to accomplish the with staff working
remotely.  The timely execution of contract documents presents one of the more challenging
needs during the COVID-19 pandemic because the majority of office employee are
teleworking.  The proposed addition to the Las Virgenes Municipal Water District Code would
authorize the District to accept electronic signatures in accordance with applicable law.

DISCUSSION:

The District executes agreements with contractors, vendors and service providers on a routine
basis.  Since the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic, it has been challenging to obtain wet
signatures on contracts from internal and external representatives in a timely manner. 
The additional time required to execute contract documents can sometimes delay the start of
work.
 
Following discussions with District Counsel, staff investigated various electronic and digital
signature solutions that are compliant with either the Federal Uniform Electronic Transactions
Act (UETA) or California Government Code Section 16.5.  Based on the ease of use,
acceptance in the industry and compliance with applicable law, the District executed an
agreement with DocuSign, in the annual amount of $6,210, to facilitate the processing of digital
signatures for contract documents.  DocuSign is a leading provider of secure electronic
 processing of business documents.
 
The proposed addition of Article 8, Electronic Records and Electronic Signatures, to Title 2,
Chapter 6 of the Las Virgenes Municipal Water District Code would formalize the acceptance
of electronic or digital signatures for District business.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF LAS VIRGENES 

MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT as follows: 
 

Section 1. Purpose. 
This resolution revises the Las Virgenes Code as it relates to electronic signatures.  

 

Section 2. Amendment.  
Article 8 is hereby added to Title 2, Chapter 6 of Resolution 2496 (Administrative Code) 

to read as follows:  
 

“Article 8 – Electronic Records and Electronic Signatures 
 

2-8.201 DEFINITIONS 
 
The terms in this article have the same meaning as California Civil Code Section 1633.  

 
2-8.202  USE OF ELECTRONIC RECORDS AND ELECTRONIC SIGNATURES  

 
(a) The parties to a District transaction may agree to the use of electronic 

documents and signatures. 
(b) If the parties agree to conduct the transaction electronically, the following 

shall apply. 
(c) The electronic record shall satisfy the Uniform Electronic Transactions Act 

(UETA) or California Government Code Section 16.5. 
 

2-8.203 The General Manager or designee shall establish the level of security required for 
various documents, including which documents the District may accept electronic 
signatures that meet the requirement in this article.”  

 
Section 3. Other 
Except as provided herein, Las Virgenes Code is reaffirmed and readopted.

Subject : Saddle Peak and Cordillera Tank Rehabilitation: Reissuance of Call for
Bids

The Las Virgenes-Triunfo Joint Powers Authority (JPA) approved funding for this matter in the
JPA Budget.  This recommendation is before the LVMWD Board for action, as Administering
Agent of the JPA, as authorized by the JPA Agreement.

SUMMARY:

On November 19, 2019, the Board authorized the issuance of a Call for Bids for the Saddle
Peak and Cordillera Tank Rehabilitation Project.  One bid was submitted and the proposed
cost was significantly higher than the Engineer’s Estimate; therefore, no recommendation was
made to award a construction contract at that time.  On January 7, 2020, the Board rejected
the bid from Spiess Construction Company, Inc., for lack of competition.

The scope of work for renovation of the tanks generally consists of recoating the interior and
exterior of the tanks, updating or replacing any deteriorated equipment used to operate the
tanks, and identifying any seismic upgrades that may be needed.  The project was not
immediately recommended for re-advertisement due to seasonal constraints associated with
taking the tanks out of service.  The work must be conducted when water demand is low and
after the Santa Ana winds season; December through March were determined to be the
preferred months for the work to be performed.

Several contractors indicated that they had declined to bid on the job in 2019 because
of similar on-going projects at the same time and lack of capacity to bid on the District's
project.  Inviting proposals earlier in the year may increase interest in the project and help to
solicit multiple, competitive bids.  A review of the bidding documents was also completed and
revisions were made to promote a competitive bidding environment.

RECOMMENDATION(S):

Authorize the reissuance of a Call for Bids for the Saddle Peak and Cordillera Tank
Rehabilitation Project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

There is no financial impact associated with a call for bids.
 
The adopted Fiscal Year 2020-21 JPA Budget includes carry-forward funds for the Saddle
Peak Tank and Cordillera Tank Rehabilitation Project.  Costs for design and construction work
will be tracked and allocated separately for each tank because the Saddle Peak Tank is an
LVMWD-owned facility and the Cordillera Tank is a JPA-owned facility.

DISCUSSION:

On May 22, 2018, the Board authorized the issuance of a request for proposals to prepare plans
and specifications and provide engineering services during construction for the Saddle Peak and
Cordillera Tank Rehabilitation Project.  Staff recommended accepting a proposal from Cannon
Corporation, in the amount of $59,100.  On July 24, 2018, the Board authorized the execution of a
professional services agreement for the design, as well as engineering services during
construction.  The scope of work for the renovation of both tanks generally consists of recoating the
interior and exterior of the tanks, updating or replacing any deteriorated equipment used to operate
the tanks, and identifying any seismic upgrades that may be needed.
 
This project is part of a Tank Coating Master Plan, which was developed as an asset management
tool and is used to plan, budget and prioritize rehabilitation of District water tanks based on multiple
factors.  Rehabilitation of the Saddle Peak and Cordillera Tanks was originally planned to begin
early in 2019; however, circumstances following the Woolsey Fire required construction of the
project to be postponed.  Seasonal constraints limit the time of year when the tanks can be taken
offline.  Ideally, the work should be conducted when water demand is low and once the Santa Ana
wind season has passed.  This typically would occur sometime between December and March. 
Temporary tanks are proposed to provide continuous service in the Saddle Peak area, while
Reservoir No. 3 will be utilized to continue meeting recycled water demands.
 
On November 19, 2019, the Board authorized a Call for Bids for the project.  During the bidding
process, five contractors expressed interest in the work by attending a pre-bid meeting.  One bid
was received from Spiess Construction Company, Inc. (Spiess CCI), in the amount of $2,389,200,
which was nearly double the Engineer’s Estimate of $1,205,500.  Upon reviewing the submitted bid
and following up with the other contractors, staff determined that the bid did not meet the
requirements of a competitive bidding process.  Several eligible contractors stated that they
declined to bid on the project because of similar on-going projects during the same timeframe.  On
January 7, 2020, the Board rejected the bid from Spiess CCI, and staff proposed the following
recommendations for a future solicitation:
 

Begin the bidding process during the summer months to avoid conflict with similar work being
conducted by prospective bidders.
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Find an equivalent product and list more than one coating manufacturer to promote
competitive pricing.
Award a construction contract in the late summer/early fall to allow more time to complete the
project during the winter of 2020-21.
Re-evaluate the Engineer's Estimate and adjust it, if necessary.
     

Cannon and District staff reviewed the design plans and specifications and updated them as
appropriate.  An equivalent pre-approved product was added to the coating specifications to
promote competitive bidding, and the cost estimate has been adjusted based on staff’s review of the
previous bid and current market prices.  With these changes, the Saddle Peak and Cordillera Tank
Rehabilitation Project is ready to proceed with re-advertisement for construction bids.

The work is categorically exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA), pursuant to Section 15301(b) of the CEQA Guidelines because it involves rehabilitation of
existing facilities with no expansion of use.  On November 19, 2019, the Board approved a
determination that the project is exempt from the provisions of CEQA and authorized the filing of
Notice of Exemptions with the County Clerk.  Attached for reference are copies of the Notice of
Exemptions, one for each site, that were recorded.

Saddle Peak and Cordillera Tank Rehabilitation Project 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Directors of Las Virgenes Municipal 
Water District (LVMWD) invites and will receive sealed proposals (bids) up to the hour of 
3:00PM on  September  16,  2020,  for  furnishing  the  work  described  in  the 
contract  documents.  Precautions are being taken by LVMWD in response to the 
COVID-19 outbreak in order to protect employees, customers, and our partners. 
LVMWD is currently closed to public access. Until further notice, LVMWD is 
suspending in-person meetings relating to bids (including public bid openings, the hand-
delivery of bids by company employees, and in-person pre-bid meetings) to reduce 
the number of people coming into LVMWD facilities. 

This policy is effective, Monday, April 6, 2020, and remains in force until further notice. 
All bids must be sent by mail to, 4232 Las Virgenes Road, Calabasas, California 91302 
or can be dropped into the mail box outside the District Headquarters’ main entrance. 
Bidders must allow enough time for bids to be delivered to LVMWD by the due date. 
All submittals will be time stamped as soon as they are received. Bids received after the 
time stated in the Call for Bids will not be accepted and will be returned, unopened, 
to the bidder. The time shall be determined by the time on the receptionist 
telephone console in our Headquarters lobby. Said bids shall conform to and be responsive 
to the Specifications and Contract Documents for said work as heretofore approved by the 
District.    

Pre-bid meetings and other meetings associated with the bidding process will be held 
via telephone conference and/or through web enabled video conference. Details for 
these meetings will be provided on bid announcements specific to each project. Any 
questions related to this announcement, including requests for special accommodations 
to attend the meetings, may be directed to the Project Manager, Veronica Hurtado at 
818-251-2332 or vhurtado@lvmwd.com. 

A mandatory pre-bid meeting will be conducted at 9:00AM on August 20, 2020 via 
teleconference. A pre-recorded video of the job site will be made available to all 
in attendance at the pre-bid meeting. The meeting link will be issued via addendum or 
you may request the information from the District Project Manager, well in advance of the 
meeting time. Attendance at the pre-bid meeting is a condition precedent to submittal 
of the bid and the District will not consider a bid from any bidder not represented at the 
pre-bid teleconference. 

A bid opening will also be available for public viewing through video teleconference at 
10:00AM on September 17, 2020. The meeting link will be issued via addendum or 
you may request the information from the District Project Manager, before the bid 
deadline. A recording of the bid opening will be posted on the District’s website at the 
following link - www.LVMWD.com/PublicWorksContracts. 

Sets of contract documents may be downloaded for free by going to 
http://www.LVMWD.com/Ebidboard and following links to this project. 
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In order to be placed on the plan holder's list, contractors shall register for free as a 
document holder for this project on Ebidboard by going to www.LVMWD.com/Ebidboard 
and following the links to this project. Addendum notifications will be issued through 
Ebidboard.com, but may also be provided by calling the District’s Project Manager. 
Although Ebidboard will fax and/or email all notifications to registered plan holders after the 
District uploads the information, Bidders are responsible for obtaining all addenda and 
updated contract documents. 

Each bid must be on the District bid form and shall be sealed and filed with the secretary of 
the District at or before the time stated in the Notice. 

No Contractor or Subcontractor may be listed on a bid proposal for a public works project 
submitted on or after March 1, 2015 unless registered with the Department of Industrial 
Relations pursuant to Labor Code section 1725.5. No Contractor or Subcontractor may be 
awarded a contract for public work on a public works project awarded on or after April 1, 
2015 unless registered with the Department of Industrial Relations pursuant to Labor Code 
section 1725.5. Effective January 1, 2016, no Contractor or Subcontractor may perform on 
a contract for public work on a public works project unless registered with the Department 
of Industrial Relations pursuant to Labor Code section 1725.5. This project is subject to 
compliance monitoring and enforcement by the DIR. 

All terms and conditions contained in the Specifications and Contract Documents shall 
become part of the contract. The Board of Directors of Las Virgenes Municipal Water 
District reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive any and all irregularities in 
any bid. 

No bidder may withdraw his bid after the said time for bid openings until 60-days thereafter 
or until the District has made a final award to the successful bidder or has rejected all bids, 
whichever event first occurs. 

The Board of Directors of the District reserves the right to select the schedule(s) under 
which the bids are to be compared and contract(s) awarded.

SUMMARY:

On March 3, 2020, the Board awarded a contract to FS Contractors Inc., in the amount of
$187,860, for the Westlake Filtration Plant and Torchwood Tank Landscaping Project.  There
were two change orders that were administratively approved for a cumulative total of $5,250, or
2.8% of the original contract amount.  The work is completed, and there are no significant
outstanding issues to prevent acceptance of the project.  Staff recommends filing the Notice
of Completion and releasing the retention as stipulated in the contract documents.

RECOMMENDATION(S):

Approve an additional appropriation, in the amount of $7,039; authorize the execution of a
Notice of Completion and have the same recorded; and, in the absence of claims from
subcontractors and others, release the retention, in the amount of $9,655.50, within 30-
calendar days after filing the Notice of Completion for the Westlake Filtration Plant and
Torchwood Tank Landscaping Project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

An additional appropriation, in the amount of $7,039, is required to reconcile the final general
and administrative costs associated with the project.  A portion of the work is eligible for
reimbursement through the District’s insurance carrier and/or FEMA.
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Following is a summary of the total construction cost:

• Original Landscaping Plan  $37,600.00 
• WFP Woolsey Fire Repair  $104,810.00

o Change Order No. 1  $3,000.00 
o Change Order No. 2      $2,250.00

• Torchwood Tank   $45,450.00

DISCUSSION:

The Westlake Filtration Plant and Torchwood Tank Landscaping Project is a combination of
planned improvements and post-Woolsey Fire landscaping and irrigation repair work.  The general
scope of work included planting trees and shrubs to screen existing facilities, installation of a new
irrigation system around the treatment plant, hydroseeding near the main building and irrigation
repairs on the berm adjacent to Torchwood Tank. 

On March 3, 2020, the Board awarded the construction contract to FS Contractors, Inc., in the
amount of $187,860.00.  The work has been completed as stipulated in the construction contract. 
Two change orders were necessary for additional work and materials to fully sustain the newly-
planted trees, shrubs and applied hydroseed.

Following is a description of the change orders:

Change Order No. 1, in the amount of $3,000, or 1.6% of the original contract amount, was
administratively approved by the General Manager on May 21, 2020, for 290 feet of
additional irrigation pipeline and sprinkler heads to promote hydroseed growth on the
westside slope adjacent to the treatment facility’s perimeter fence.
Change Order No. 2, in the amount of $2,250, or 1.2% of the original contract amount, was
administratively approved by the General Manager on June 17, 2020.  The work consisted of
upgrading an existing irrigation controller from 16 to 24 stations to operate the new flow
sensor and master control valve.

Costs for the work have been tracked and allocated separately under three capital improvement
projects to distinguish between previously planned work and additional work that consisted of repair
or replanting as a result of Woolsey Fire damage.  The three projects include the Westlake Filter
Plant Landscape Plan (CIP No. 10642), Westlake Filter Plant-Woolsey Fire Repair (CIP
No. 10690) and Remote Site Repair- LVMWD only-Woolsey Fire (CIP No. 10691).  The above-
mentioned change orders were necessary as a result of Woolsey Fire damage and were applied to
CIP No. 10690.

At this time only CIP No.10642, for the original landscaping plan, will be reconciled.  The detailed
project costs are summarized below:
